Evil lurking
in the light

T he premeditated heinous

attacks on the U.S. World Trade
Centre and Pentagon that caused the
desth of over 5,000 innocent people
havetriggered thequestions; Why did
God, whose eyes are too pureto ook
upon evil, alow the wicked plotters
to succeed? Why did He not thwart
their plan?

Thetragedy wasavivid portrayal
of evil that would not be samped out
evenif the perpetrators are caught and
put away. Evil exised way before the
world was created and will continueto
grip usto the end of time. In fact, the
Biblewarnsthat “iniquity shall abound
(Matt. 24:12)" in the end-time days.

From the beginning, man always
had to grapple with evil. He was not
alone, though, in his attempt to
overcomeevil. God was merciful and
provided a plan of redemption. By sacrificing His Son Jesus on
the cross, He “destroyed the works of the devil” (1 Jn. 3:8).

Theresafter, no other vision can better inspiremanin hisbettle
against evil. AsHenry Blocher once said: “ Those who sharein
theKingdom hatetheenemy ... they penetratetotheheart of its
strategy and attack the evil of evil.”

As God continues to reign supreme, evil seems to rule
alongside. But for God's people, evil has been overcome and
will remain avanquished foe.

We see shreds of God' striumph over evil even at thetragic
sites in New York where God's amazing grace and love was
demonstrated through the spontaneousresponseof kindnessby
volunteers, blood donors, and humanitarian organi sations.

Throughthistragedy, thereisnow agrester urgency toresolve
theMiddle East conflict. Also, thereisamore united international
community willing to put aside ethnic, religious, cultural and
political differencesto fight acommon enemy —terrorism.

Indeed, God has turned this tragic evil act into a blessed
global spiritual awakening for His creation to turn to Him. This

is reminiscent of Joseph’s words in
Gen. 50:20: “You intended to harm
me, but God intended it for good to
accomplish what is now being done

Church'’s Duty to Society
Insociety, therouteevil takesusually
begin in an individual’s mind as a
perception against those responsible
for the economically-deprived,
politically-unjust and culturally-
frustrated situation heisin. Over time,
thisseed of evil takesroot and reaches
into thedeep recessesof theindividual.
Mere perception in the mind ends up
as deep conviction in the heart. Left
unchecked, this conviction finally
explodes, viciously causing hurt and
destructiontolivesand property.
Thechurchhasaduty to pray for
and support the authorities in their
effort to stamp out evil. The apostle Paul says: “For rulers are
not aterror to good works but to theevil ... heisthe minister of
God, a revenger to execute wrath upon him that doeth evil”
(Rom. 13: 3-4).

Action also must be quickly taken against the evildoers as
Eccl. 8:11 urges: “Because the sentence against an evil work is
not executed speedily, therefore the heart of the sons of menis
fully setinthemto do evil.”

But while the Church supports the authorities in bringing
the evildoersto justice, it must remind the authorities not to act
out of vengeance. For vengeance belongsto God; Hewill repay
the evil done (Rom. 12:19). The authorities’ response to the
evildoers must be redemptive rather than destructive, securing
justiceand protecting theinnocent.

A just redemptiveresponsewill ensurecontrolled action and
apredictableoutcomethat clearly displaystheKingdom principles
of righteousness, peace, and love for enemies. Any response

should be reform-oriented (Jn 8:3-11),
encourage reparation (Ex. 22:1-2) and act
as a deterrent (Deut. 21:21).

With the end-times scenario of
prophetic evil unfolding beforeour eyes, the
Church must shake off its leave-us-alone
attitudeand getinvolved. AsJeremiah urged
his people before they were carried into
exile: “ Also, seek the peace and prosperity
of thecity, towhich | havecarried you into
exile. Pray to the Lord for it, because if it
prospers, you too will prosper (Jer. 29:7).”

This is also a timely reminder for us
Christians — individually as well as
corporately —torepent, forgiveand receive
forgiveness. Being God's people of power
and knowing that war isapainful necessity

inafdlenworld, Christian peacemakersand
reconcilers need to engage in concerted
prayer —for thevictim'’ sfamilies, authorities
concerned and also the ‘ enemies’ —so that
peace, godlinessand holinesscould prevail
(1 Tim. 2:2).

Now is the time for us to arise as a
community of God's people to help the
authorities build confidence; to promote
public debate on reconciliation between
conflicting parties; and to be God's
redemptive force on earth. As John Stott
once said: “God is a peacemaker. Jesus
Christ is apeacemaker. So if wewant to be
God's children and Christ’s disciples, we
must be peacemakers too.”

Tm Islamic state issue, thus far the

domain of PAS, took anew turnwhen Prime
Minister Datuk Seri Dr Mahathir Mohamad
declared that Malaysia was already an
Islamic country when he opened the
Gerakan annual del egates conference.

Malaysiansareunderstandably anxious
over the statement for fear that it will
becomepart of our national consciousness
if repeated often enough. Many question if
this could be a strategy to steer Malaysia
towardsthedirection of fundamental Idam?

The Prime Minister attempted to
smooththeruffleswhenhesaid: “ Although
wedeclareldam asour officia religion, non-
Muslims are freeto practice their religions.
Thisisin line with the teachings of Islam.
There is no compulsion in Islam because
Islam abhors chaos, which might happenif
Islamiclawsareforced upon non-Muslims.

“If because of this non-Muslims
perceiveMalaysiaasasecular country, itis
their perception and they arefreetodo so.”
(Star On-line, Sept 30)

And when DAP deputy chairman
Karpal Singh stated that Article 3 (1) of the
Federal Constitution could not be
interpreted to reflect that Malaysiais an
Idamicgtate, thePrimeMinister replied: “He
cansay what helikes. Hecancall itasecular
state. We are not objecting to him calling it
asecular state, so why should he object to
us cdling it an Idamic state?’ (The Star,
Oct 14)

Indeed, we have the freedom and the
right to maintain that Malaysiaisasecular
state according to our Constitution.

Perhaps, some have aready resigned
themselves to the fact that Malaysiais an
Islamic country; their question, however, is:
“How Idlamicisthecountry?’ Othersmay
think it is a matter of conflicting
interpretation, which essentially isasocio-
political conflict and not atheoretical one.
Another group may just arguethat Malaysia,
although officially a secular state, is pro-
Islam in orientation.

Before any judgment cdl is made, we
needtounderstandtheldamic conceptinboth

local and broader contextsaswell asthelogic

behind the Islamisation process. Sadly,

Christians often lack a clear understanding

of how the stateisviewed in Iam.

Firstly, Islam draws no distinction
between the religious and the temporal
spheres of life. By definition, the Muslim
state is areligious one; the state itself isa
religious institution. On the other hand,
religion is incomplete unless the state is
somewhat Islamic. ( Goddard, Hugh.
“Somereflectionson ChristiansandIdamic
Political Thought,” Islam and Christian-
Muslim Relations. Vol.1, Nol, 1990, pp
25-43.)

Thusfor the conservative Muslims, it
seemsimpossibleto have asecular statein
thewestern sensewith all religionsenjoying
equality.

Based on the extent of implementation
of the Syariah Law — the hallmark of an
Isamic state — the Mudlim world may be
dividedintothreegroups:

o |damic stateswith Syariah asthe supreme
rule. Examples: Saudi Arabia, Iran, Egypt,
Pakistan and Sudan.

o Nationsthat are not constituted Islamic
state but with the Syariah given an
important rolein somespecificareasand
Islam having a privilege position.
Examples: Maaysia and Nigeria.

o Explicitly secular states with majority
Muslims populationsand equality for al
religious groupings. Examples: Turkey
and Indonesia.

From the above, we seethat Malaysia
falls in the second group as it is a
constitutional state with Islam having
privilegeposition.

However, the United Nations and
Organisation of the Idamic Conference (OIC)
recogniseMaaysaasanldamicnationbased
onthecenturiesof Sultanaterul e, theprovision
inthe Condtitutionthat Idamistherdigion of
the state, political power in the hands of
Mudims, and a strong Idlamic component in
theMday ethosand culture.

But let’ s note the well-known remark
of our first prime minister, Tunku Abdul
Rahman: “ Thereisno way we should have
an Islamic State here ... we cannot force
the non-Malays and non-Muslims to
follow our way of life. Our slogan ‘live
and let live’ must be maintained because
itisthe only practical solutionin amulti-
racial society like ours.”

Therefore, let Article (3) and (11) of
the Federal Constitution rule. Itistherefore
absolutely important to understand and
defend our present constitution, which
guarantees the religious liberty of every
person inthisnation. —Contributed by Lim
Sew Foong, NECF Malaysia Executive

Tmfirst NECF Malaysia Survey of
Churches, Pastors and Christians 2001
successfully concluded recently and the
taskforce hopesto release the initia report
by theend of theyear.

However, the report will contain only
the raw data (frequencies), according to
taskforce chairman Edmund Ng. “Wewant
to get the survey data out fast so that the
participating churchescanimmediately use
them for their planning,” he explained.

“Hopefully, the pastors and church
leadersconcerned will meet and discusstheir
personal analysis and evaluation of the

software and be familiar with analysis
techniques such asmultipleregression.

Ng said that the survey report would
give a clearer picture of the situation the
Malaysian Church isin. “From here, we
must seek to discern what God isdoing in
our midst and make plansfor our churches
according to Hisdirection. Having a better
knowledge of our situation will also enable
usto devel opamoreproactiveapproachto
meet the challenges of the 21t century.”

NECF Malaysia received more than
4,000 questionnairereplies, aresponserate
of 56 per cent which is more than double

surveyfindings.”
A subsequent report containing an
anaysisof someof thedatawill bepublished

next year. Thetaskforce hopesto enlist the
help of experienced analyststo evaluate the
data.

at Prayer Rallies

CthCh unity continue to

burden the hearts of Christians
throughout the country at this year's
Merdekaprayer rallieson Merdekaeve.

Additionally, participants at the
nationwiderallieswereal so burdenedto
pray for ‘ pastor unity’ —that pastors of
different churchesin thesamelocalities
will desireto work together to reach out
to their communities. The unity theme
was extended when participants prayed
for astronger bond between pastorsand
their congregations. Arising fromthese
prayerson unity wasasense of hopeand
expectation that God will move the
hearts of Hispeopleinthisdirection.

The ralies, a yearly prayer event
organised by NECF Malaysia in partnership with local churches,
weresimultaneously heldin 18 townsacross 13 statesfollowing the
40-day nationwide Fast and Prayer.

Reports from various states

In KUALA LUMPUR, about 2,000 Christians opened the rally at
MenaraPGRM with the national anthem Negara Kufollowed by a
time of praise and worship led by Praise City Church.

Thenight’ smessagewasdelivered by Dr Dick Eastman, founder
of Every Home for Christ. He shared on the role of prayer in
accelerating the preaching of the Gospel globally. In recent years,
prayer evangelism hashelped to usher multitudesinto theKingdom
asintercessorswork alongsideevangdistsin proclaiming the Gospel.

Dr Eastman quoted placessuch asMonggoliaand Russiawhere
explosive church growth was recorded following intense
intercession.

NECF MalaysiaSecretary-General Rev. Wong Kim Kong then
led the crowd in aprayer of repentance.

Just before midnight, thelightswere switched off and suddenly,
coloured glowstickssparkled likefirefliesthroughout thedarkened
hall.

Instantly charged with youthful zest, the crowd sang and danced
joyfully inrising excitement asthe digits reflecting the time on the
front screen rolled closer to midnight. At 12.00, cheers broke out,
followed by unrestrained shouts of “Merdeka’ 14 timesfor the 14
states.

The prayer raly ended at 12.30am.

In1POH, about 400 people from about 20 churches started the
rally inworship after waiting for 45 minutesin the hest and darkness
due to the power failure, reported Lai Moo Him After singing a
few linesof “ Jesus, weenthroneY ou”, thelights suddenly cameon
and “light up” the atmosphere. Prayers were focussed on tearing
downstrongholdsof viceandidolatry, and for inter-church harmony
and cooperation.

In KUANTAN, about 450 people from 12 churches and six

denominations gathered at Vistana Hotel for therally. Pr Richard
Ong, the coordinator, reported a greater sense unity and fervency
in prayer.

In KOTA KINABALU, some 1,800 people from 60 churches
representing 10 denominationsfilled the entire Pacific Sutera Hotel
ballroom and beyond, according to Dr Philip Lyn. “The turnout
wasunbelievable,” hesaid and attributed it partly tothe 40-day Fast
and Prayer, which had generated excitement towards prayer. The
rally was a festive celebration of God's faithfulness. At midnight,
theparticipantsshouted, blew whistlesandlit flaresticksandtorches,
creating ajoyful din. Earlier, various church leaders prayed for the
authorities, continuing harmony and peaceandrevival inMalaysia

Over & JOHOR BAHRU, Pr Tay Wah Seng said 950 people
from about 30 churches met at Full Gospel Church and prayed
throughout thenight, particularly for opendoorsfor ministry inschools
and the current youth problems. There was no message because
“everyonefdt that’show aprayer rally should be,” Pr Tay said.

TAWAU churches decided to hold therally at three different
placesto cater to the three languages. The BM service was held at
SIB, English at St Patrick Church and the Chinese at Calvary
Charismatic Church. Altogether, about 800 attended the three
services. TheLord’ spresencewaskeenly felt by al throughout the
night, reported Pr Sm Sew Kee and Pr Teh Bun Hui.

In ALOR STAR, there was a great sense of excitement,
breakthrough and freedom for the 200 people gathered at Full Gospel
Church, said Pr Leonard Lim Representing five churches, the
participants prayed particularly for the political situation in Kedah
and the current black metal issue. “It was really good to come as
one. Thereissomething special that you do not normally experience
when praying aloneasasingle church,” Pr Lim shared.

SEREMBAN was the only place which conducted therally in
all the four languages. It also recorded the largest turnout — about

Tm raising of Lazaruscan serveasan
appropriate analogy for usaswomen. We
are hearing the voice—the loud voice of
Jesussaying, “Woman, comeout! Comeout
of thetomb—the place of death—theplace
that hasimprisoned you—comeoutintolife
andfreedom andthefullnessof theabundant
life to which | have caled you. Woman,
come out!”

Andin obediencewearecoming out —
coming forth from the darkness of thetomb
intothelight of life—and yet wearefinding
our hands and feet and faces still bound by
the grave clothes. We are unable to speak
andto act because customsand attitudes of
our society bind usinto stereotypes—roles
determined by others—not put thereby God.
And againwearehearing thevoice—theloud
voice of Jesus saying, “Take off the grave
clothesand let her go!”

Only thevoiceof Jesuscancall usforth
fromthetomb. Heistheonly onewho gives
life. But Heasksthat weroll away thestone
and unbind each other from the restrictive
graveclothesthat inhibit our freedomtolive
that new life. For that we need each other.
We need the community to be obedient so
that, as individual women, we can follow
the voice of our Master.

What isthe stone?
The stone is that which seals us into the
tomb—the symbol of death, of non-
existence. Itiswhatever sayswe are dead,
interfereswithour life, robsusof our identity.
We are commanded to roll away the
stone—to give back to women theidentity
given to them by God.
It' seeser toregpond by saying, “ Theré' s
abad odour—she’s been in the tomb too
long!” Thingshavebeenthisway for solong

that it won't be pleasant to call her forth!”
Indeed it won't be pleasant, or easy,
because in order to give her back her
identity—the identity ordained by God—
weneed to challengetheway societa values
and historical practices have distorted the
biblical teachings, relegating women to a

secondary status and lowering her self-
esteem. Itwon't be easy!

But Jesus speaks!

When Jesus says, “COME FORTH,”
who isthis woman who emerges?

She, likethe male, ismadein theimage
of God. She, likethemale, isredeemed by
the blood of the Lamb, called into theroyal

priesthood, gifted by theHoly Spirit for the
edifying of the body of Christ. Sheisone
with man as the Bride of Christ—being
purified and glorified—transformedinto His
likeness. She, like the man, is madein the
image of God, to image Christ to a hurting
world. Let usthen obey thefirst command
and roll away the stonethat interfereswith
this God-given identity and allow her to
“Come Forth.”

Thesecond commandwemay find even
more difficult: to take off her grave clothes
andlet her gofree—freetofulfil thedestiny
of her identity.

What arethe grave clothes?

The grave clothes are those things which
restrict her freedom, which bind her hands
and feet and cover her face, preventing her
from speaking and doing what she was
called to say and do by her Creator God.

They arethosethingsimposed upon her
by cultural practiceswhich interferein any
way withthe quality of lifeintended for her
by aloving God.

They arethosethingswhich demeana
woman’ svalue—inher owneyesandinthe
eyesof others.

They are those attitudes, laws and
practiceswhichresultin:

« exploitation

« violence

« sexual discrimination, and
« slence.

The woman created in the image of
God, caledforth by God and commissioned
by God, needs to be set free to live with
dignity andvalue.

If thesearethegraveclotheswhichwe
need to remove for women to be set free,
how do we go about doing it?

The church needsto take off the grave clothes!

FIRST BY SEEING THEM:
The church needs to acknowledge the reality of exploitation,
injustice, violence and poverty within our own communities.

THEN BY TAKING ACTION:

The road to empowerment must be paved by those who have the
power. Lazaruswasbrought tolife by thevoice of Jesus, but Jesus
expected those standing by to become involved. They were the
oneswho had the power to set him free—to remove the restrictive
graveclothes.

Christis calling the church - both men and women - to be the
church, Hisbody. Wecannot, DARE NOT, stand by and do nothing.

The church needs to begin to live as a community. The
personal lifestyle accepted by the church in many culturesis a
privatized, individualized model which removesany accountability
for what happenswithin the confines of one’ sown home—evenif
it involves emotional and physical abuse. The church needs to
reject that model and begin to live the kind of community that
Christ came to establish.

A Christian community operateson mutual submission, respect,
building up of oneanother, challenging oneanother, caring for one
another, sharing with one another. In atruly Christian community
there will be no violence, no
exploitation, no injustice, no
exclusion based on gender,
social status, or race.

Men and women can pool resources, be creative, learn from each
other and support oneanother to restorethedignity of thoseonthe
margins of our society. If thisis done, the church will distinguish
itself as a compassionate and humane community which honours
the name of Christ.

Andin doing so, the church will addressthereality of the fear
that women live with—FEAR IS THE BAD ODOUR! Itisa
woman'’ sreality that many men do not understand.

God has given men and women together the power to change
theworld. Let’scall oneanother to share that power and use our
energy to work alongside each other.

Together, let’ schalengethechurchtoallow womento point out
theinjustices, and then listen—Iisten carefully—totheir muffled cries
andtheir screamsof pain, evenif thy are couchedin shoutsof anger.

There can beno radical changes
inthe earthly realm (especially in
the political scene) without
divine manoeuvring in the
spiritual ream.

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‘High quality of life” — what does it mean? Can
one, living with little, still be happy? It all
depends on how ‘quality of life’ is understood
and measured, says DR LEONG TIEN FOCK.

The impetus behind globalisation is

economic growth (at the national level) and
profit maximisation (corporate level).
Ultimately at the individud leve, it is the
quest for ahigher standard of living. But, it
has been widely felt, when the standard of
living goesup, thequality of lifegoesdown.
In fact 30 years ago, it was this unhappy
realisationinthedevel oped West that ledto
anew field of study known as Quality of
Lifestudies.

Standard of living is measured by per
capitaincome—what money canbuy. There
is no question that globalisation brings a
higher standard of living, thoughunevenly.
But doesit realy lower the qudlity of life?
It al depends on how ‘quality of life’ is
understood and measured.

Since standard of livingisameasure of
material comfort, quality of lifeislikewisea
reference to non-material comfort. Basic to
ahighquality of lifeisan absenceof chronic
anxietiesand anoverall satisfactionwithlife.
Though quality of liferefersto asubjective
experience, it is usually measured
quantitatively just like standard of living.

For instance, some years ago, the
Geneva-based Corporate Resources Group
undertook astudy of 118 citiesworldwide,
ranking them according to quality of life.

They used four quantifiable
criteria: thelevel of persona
security, public servicesand
infrastructure, medical and
health considerations, and
political and social stability.
The result was that the top
30 positions, with the
exceptionsof Singapore(9) and Tokyo (28),
wereal occupied by Western cities. ‘ Boring'
Genevacameinfirg whilestrife-torn Algiers
was last. Kuala Lumpur was 53.

Theresultispuzzling. Inthefirst place,
it was the unpleasant realisation that the
quality of life in developed societies had
deteriorated that prompted interest in the
study. How thenisit possiblethat thecities
withthebest‘ quality of life’ arecitiesinthe
developedworld?

The answer is simple: though the
criteria go beyond measuring standard of
living, they still measurethewrong things.

Based onthefour criteriausedintheabove
study, aslongaspeoplefelt safeonthestreets
and in their homes (even if lacking peace in
their hearts); aslong astherewasconvenience
(evenif lacking contentment); aslong asthey
were physicaly hedthy (even if spiritualy
empty); aslongastherewasnofrequent change
in government nor occurrence of riots(evenif

marriages were falling apart and children
unmanagesable) — the peoplewere considered
tohaveahigh quality of life, evenif they were
experiencing a pervasive sense of
discontentment as well as emptiness and
meaninglessnesd

What were measured are basically
social, political and economic factors that
are contributive to, but not necessarily
indicative of, abetter life beyond material
comfort. Non-material comfort is also
affected by other quantifiable factors not
measured (such as parents' working and
children’ sschooling hours) aswell asnon-
quantifiable factors (such as parents’
pressure at work and children’s pressure
at schooal).

The concept of qudlity of lifeisflawed
not only inhow itismeasured but al so how
it is understood, at least among English-
speaking people.

The biblical view

In the Gospels, there are two Greek words that can be trandlated
‘life’: bios, from which we get ‘biology’ and zoe, from which we
get ‘zoology’ . Fromtheword * bio-graphy’ (thewriting of aperson’s
bios), we can seethat biosisthekind of lifethat weread aboutina
biography, that isthelifeof apersonthat can bedescribed. Incontrast,
zoe refers to the inner indescribable vitality and there is no such
thingasa‘zoo-graphy’.

Standard of livingisthestandard of bios. Whatis
labeled ‘ quality of life” isactualy quality of biosand
not zoe. It is more consistent to label it ‘quality of
living' and reserve ‘quality of life’ for qudity of zoe,
a concept ignored in secular thinking but crucia to
Christiantheology.

Jesussays. “| have comethat they may havezoe,
and haveit tothefull” (Jn 10:10). Heisnot saying we
do not already have a zoe, without which we would
have no bios But a zoe not filled with Christ is one
that is‘alive’ just enough to sustain the biosand to
keep nagging the person that somethingisstill missing.
Also, without an assurance of an eterna hope that comes with a
Chrigt-filled zoe, one is most likely to experience meaninglessness.

Such a fulfilled zoe enables one to be happy despite a low
standard of living. And with alifeof such high quality, ahigh standard
of living will lead to ahigh quality of living. Thisquality of lifeand
living that Jesus offersisavailableto everybody. But many —even
thosewho go to church—have not foundit. Why?

Preoccupation’s distraction

Jesussaysthere are hearers of God’ sWord “who have heard, (but)
as they go on their way are choked with worries and riches and
pleasures of this life (ios), and bring no fruit to maturity” (Lk.
8:14). Heissaying that those preoccupied with standard and qual ity
of living are unable to benefit from the hearing of God’ s Word.

Inaglobalising society, thistemptation isextremely great due
to unprecedented economic opportunities as well
asthe atheistic mood that infuses such asociety in
which God does not seem or feel real anymore. (In
the pre-modern world, the concept of ‘economic
growth’ was non-existent.)

This has seriousimplicationsfor Christians
aswell asnon-Christians. For apreoccupationwith
temporal things leads non-Christians to reject, and
Christians to neglect, Jesus as the Source of life of
the highest quality. Also, such a preoccupation
renders one less able to cope with the problems of
modern living. For example, his emotions may go
up and down with the stock market.

Thus, generally speaking, when the standard of living goesup,
the quality of life, and even the qudlity of living, goesdown. But if
Christians recognise the spiritual implications of globalisation and
seethroughthemuddled thinking behind* quality of life’ and respond
accordingly, it is possible to enjoy a high standard and quality of
living through the cultivation of ahigh quality of life. H

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Indonesian
Muslims More
Moderate Than
Perceived

A recent BBC report on Indonesia’ s
Mudlim leaders caling for a jihad on the
United States should it attack Afghanistan
caused great concern, particularly among
neighbouring countries.

Thereport, “Indonesiaclericsthreaten
jihad”, widened the perception that most
Indonesiansareradical Mudimsand that the
country is heading towards an even more
extremist direction. But thismay not be so,
asMark Albrecht found outinaninterview
with the WEF Religious Liberty
Commission chief Indonesian
correspondent, aprofessor of theology who
prefersto remain anonymous.

Albrecht is the Commission’s
conference moderator.

Q. AccordingtotheBBC report, alarge
group of mainstream Muslim religious
leaders called the MUI has issued a
strong statement of radical opposition
to the US, which could take the country
in a much more extremist direction
before any military conflict has even
begun.

A. That would be true if the MUI were
actually ‘mainstream Islamic scholars and
religiousleadersacrossthe country’ asthe
report said. In reality, the MUI is a
relatively small Muslim organisation with
little popular following. They had strong
ties to the old Suharto regime, which is
why the press sometimes still think they
are ‘mainstream.’

In fact they are avery conservative right-
wing groupwith extremist views, andwould
support theLaskar Jihadarmy intheir armed
fight against the Christiansin the Mol uccas.
Just to give you an example of their mindset,
several years ago they issued an order
forbidding Indonesian Muslimsfrom saying
“Merry Christmas’ totheir Christianfriends.
This became controversial and most
Muslimsdisobeyedit and continued to greet
their Christian friends.

Q. How would you characterise the
overall attitude of Mudimsin Indonesia
concerning Christianity and religious
pluralism?

A. Thelndonesian constitution established
the concept of Pancasila which statesthat
al Indonesiansmust have areigion. ISam,
Chrigtianity, Hinduismand Buddhismarethe
acceptable choices, but the old animistic
mysticismthat underliesIndonesianculture,
especialy in Java, isthereal religion of most
people, and so Indonesian Islam generally
has a more mellow and tolerant demeanor
than inthe Middle East.

Q. What do you mean by “more mdlow
and tolerant”?

A. For example, most Indonesian Muslims
would probably say that itisGod’ swill that
there is more than one religion, and that
salvation is not exclusive to Islam. They
would likely argue that 1lam is the most
refined and accurate religion, but that
Muslims must live in peace with other
religions. Thisiscertainly the casein Java,
wherel live.

These sentiments are actualy part of the
official teaching of the Nahdatul Ulama
(NU), Indonesia’'s largest Islamic
organisation. The NU is headed by former
president Abdurrahman Wahid and has
about 40 million members. The
Muhammadiyah, the country's second-
largest Mudlim organisation with 30 million
members, is more conservative, but also
embracesthisteaching.

Q. What causes this confusion and
tension about Islam and its ‘true
teachings ?

A. It's rather complex, but many think it
has to do with seemingly contradictory
sentiments within the Quran itself. Idamic
scholars often point to the chronologically
earlier sections of the Quran asbeing more
peacesble.

But there is a shift in mood in the later
writings, thought to be from the time the
Prophet Muhammad spent in Medina
(where he became apolitical figureand his
enemies began to oppose him more
vigorously). Inthese*Medinawritings we
seemore combative and warlike statements.
Of course this view is not universally
accepted in 1slam, and remains a topic of
sharp debate among Muslims.

(Note: Indonesia is the world’s most
populous Islamic nation. The official
government figures state that 90 per cent
of the population are Muslims. Most
Christians, however, agreethat 80 per cent
is more accurate, with 15 per cent being
Christians and the remaining 5 per cent
Hindus, Buddhistsand animists.) ]

So far, there have been
occas onal transmissionsof the JESUSFilm
and we have broadcast afew programmes
simultaneously in Arabic and Farsi.” —

Cardinal:
Christianity
almost

vanquished

Christi amty has almost been
“vanquished” in Britain, the leader of the
Roman Catholic Church in England and
Woales said in a candid speech reported in
British mediayesterday.

Christianity no longer influences the
government or people’s lives, and
revolutionary thinkingisneededin order to
reach lapsed Catholics, non-believers and
young people, Cardinal Cormac Murphy-
O’ Connor, Archbishop of Westmingter, told
theNational Conferenceof PriestsinLeeds.

He said Christ was replaced by music,
new age movements, occult practices and
green issues as the source of peoples’
“glimpses of the transcendent.” His
comments echoed the sentiments of the
Church of England’s Archbishop of
Canterbury Dr George Carey, who last year
said Britain was a country where “tacit
atheismprevails.” —Reuters H

SUCCESS, health and most of all

wealth, will surely cometo thosewho give
hefty offerings to the Universal Church of
God' sKingdom, preachitsleaders. Founded
24 yearsago by Brazilian Edir Macedo, the
church takesin US$1 billion annually and
has three million membersin Brazil alone.

Among its holdings are a bank,
newspapers, radiostationsand Brazil’ sthird
most popular television network. The
church has spreaded to other partsof Latin
Americaand Africa. Critics call prosperity
theology among the most dangerous
religious trends because it causes further
impoverishment of the poor in the Third
World, reports theChicago Tribune,which
estimates that 20 to 30 per cent of Brazil’s
evangelical churches are prosperity
churches.

Many, however, have left the church
and blameit for their financia problems. One
woman Tribune interviewed said she gave
money to get the blessings that Universal
promised, but the pastor kept asking for
more. After yearsof giving, her husband still
was an alcoholic and she was broke. “The
pastor kept insisting people should give
more money, and now | have more
problems.” —World Pulse ]

Joint
Christian-Muslim
Statement

SENIOr christian and Muslim leaders
in London, England, have issued a joint
statement calling for the protection of
MudlimminoritiesintheWest and Chrigtian
minorities in the Muslim world from
revenge attacks as aresult of the Sept 11
US attacks.

Part of the three-paragraph statement
said: “We express our sadnessthat herein
the British Isles, Muslim individuals and
communitieshavealready beenvisitedwith
acts of violence, and we have the fear that
in countries with a Muslim majority the
pursuit by the United Statesand itsallies of
those who perpetrated these tragic attacks
may result inreprisalson minority Christian
communities.

“Both Ilam and Chrigtianity proclaim
that lifeis God-given and precious. Those
who seek to impose their wills through
violence cannot justly claim the support of
either religion. Moreover, the true worth of
any community or society is to be judged
not least by the way in which it treats
minoritiesin its midst.”

The statement was signed by three
Mudims, five Christians and a member of
the World Conference on Religion and
Peace. —BarnabasFund ]

Dead:

New Tnbes
Missionaries
Kidnapped in 1993

Ne\N Tribes Mission (NTM) has
concluded, based on multiple guerrilla
testimonies, that three American
missionaries kidnapped eight yearsago in
Panamawere shot by their captors, believed
to be Colombian guerrillas, threeyearsafter
the kidnap.

The three missionaries were captured
by Revolutionary Armed Forces of
Colombia (FARC) guerrillas on Jan 31,
1993, while planting a church among the
Kunalndians.

They werelater taken acrossthe border
into Colombig; their wives returned to the
United States.

NTM hasconcluded that thethreewere
killed in 1996 in a military assault on the
rebels near Acandi, a mountain village in
northwest Colombia just 15 miles from
Pdcuro.

The Colombian government and FBI
will continue to pursue the case. An NTM
spokesmansaid: “ It'sasad thing. It'sanother
terrorist act that havehappenedin Colombia
as well as around the world. It's a terrible
lossfor thefamiliesandfor themission, but
| think everybody isencouraged that we're
going forward now.” —Compass ]

The
council of Islamic teachers has said it will
cal a jihad “to defend Islam” if the US
srikesAfghanistan. Idamicfervour hasrisen
inthenationinthe past decadeand several
radical |slamic groups with connectionsto
international militant organisations(suchas
Osamabin Laden's al-Qaeda) have become
establishedthere. Themgjority of Indonesian
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Muslims and many leaders believe in
peaceful co-existence. Now that theUS has
struck Afghanistan, there is fear that
Christiansin|ndonesiawill becomevictims
of retaliatory jihad attacks. Pray for peace,
law and order in Indonesia.

In February 1999, Nigeria elected a
democratic civilian government with
Olusegun Obasanjo, a strong Christian
southerner aspresident. Obasanjo’ selection
displeased the northern Muslim governors
who haveruledthecountry inasuccession
of military dictatorshipssinceindependence
about 30 years ago.

Tochallengeand de-stabilise Obasanjo,
the governors stirred up Islamic zeal by
imposing the Syariah Law intheir states, an
actthat directly floutsNigeria sconstitution,
which mandatesasecular government. Since
then, religiousdifferencesandtensionshave
escal ated.

In September, religious and ethnic
tensions erupted into a bloodbath in the
central Nigerian city of Jos. The death toll
after threedaysof intenseviolencestood at
165 with 900 injured and 6,000 refugees.
Only thequick and decisiveresponseby the
military stopped thestrifefrom spillinginto
surrounding regions.

The conflict was triggered by a minor
incident, demonstrating theexplosive nature
of the sentiment and fear lurking beneath
thesurface. But as Christiansand Muslims
werekilling each other, other Christiansand
Muslims were at the same time sheltering
and caring for each other.

More recently, at least another 200
were killed in religious clashes in the
northern Nigerian city of Kano triggered by
protests against US-led air strikes in
Afghanistan, according to aReutersreport.
Thousandsfleeing to safehavensin military
barracks reported an orgy of killings by
militant gangs.

One of theworst-hit areaswas Zangon
district on Kano's outskirts, a Muslim
stronghold with a significant Christian
minority. Those fleeing were Christians.

Pray for wisdom and courage for
President Obasanjo as he deals with the
Muslim-Christian conflict that threatensto
dividethenation.
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
